Sherlock Holmes and Doctor Watson lived in a Victorian lodging house at 221b Baker Street between 1881-1904 according to the stories written by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. The house was built in 1815 and is protected as an architectural and cultural heritage.
It is open as a museum about the life and times of Sherlock Holmes, and the interior is just as described in the published stories.

The famous study overlooking Baker Street that has been portrayed in so many films over the years can be found on the 1st floor above a flight of 17 steps. Visitors can sit in Mr Holmes’s armchair by the fireside, enter his bedroom near the study and may also bring their own pipes to smoke!  His possessions are in their usual places.

Doctor Watson’s bedroom on the 2nd floor overlooks a small yard at the rear of the house, while Mrs Hudson’s room is at the front. Mrs Hudson was the landlady of the lodging house who cooked and looked after the house.

These rooms contain personal things and private papers of the great detective and even Doctor Watson’s personal diary with some notes from the famous “Hound of Baskervilles”.
On the third floor you may find wax models of scenes from the stories. Sherlock Holmes and Professor Moriarty are actually standing in the same room! 

Museum guides often have to answer visitors’ questions whether Sherlock Holmes and Dr Watson really lived in the house, but unfortunately there are no records of the lodgers who lived here in Victorian times. However, some say that the house was registered as a lodging house between 1860-1934, and that the maids who worked in it were related to a Mr Holmes. A Doctor Watson also lived next door in the 1890's, as an “artificial teeth manufacturer”. 

And you should always remember that Sherlock Holmes is thought to be one of the most popular people even nowadays and is frequently cited everywhere.
