1. Having pocket money is good for the childyoung person. Tt
gives a sense of independence and a measure of choice in
making docisions about how the money is spent

2. Arrears must encourage children/young people to open a per-
sonal savings account. This should be part of the placement
agreement meeting and plan

If the personal allowance clement of the basic allowance paid to the career is not all used for
pocket money and items child/young person may need. the remainder should be paid into a bank
account or into a Child Trust Fund, which will have been established for any child bom on or
after September 2002.
