They have also read the text about a sports and leisure centre which could serve as a model for preparing their own projects. Their home assignment was to prepare designs of their own sports centers and to present them to their classmates.

	Semi-controlled speaking
	To give sts practice in semi-controlled speaking, to give other sts practice in listening for detailed information
	13 min
	The “designers” (students who have prepared the posters of their sports centres) talk about their own sports centers. Other sts (local people) listen and choose the centers which suit them most of all.

	Freer practice
	To give sts practice in speaking for fluency
	7 min
	The “local people” make their choice about the sports centers they like best of all and explain their decision.

	Prediction
	To interest sts in reading for specific information
	2 min
	The teacher asks sts what questions they are usually asked when they come to join a sports center and makes a list of the ideas on the board
	T-sts

	Reading
	To read for specific information, to revise the functional language and to give a model for  further freer speaking
	2 min
	The sts read the dialogue (Appendix 3) and compare their  predictions with the dialogue they have read. Then they fill in the corresponding questions into the gaps and think of other missing questions .

	Freer speaking practice
	To give sts practice in freer speaking
	6 min
	The sts are divided into two groups: those who work as receptionists in sports centers and those who want to join the sports centers. Each student gets a card (Appendix 5) with the relevant information. Their task is to mingle and act out dialogues between the receptionist in a sports center and a customer trying to find the center which suits them best of all. They can use the dialogue which they have read as a model.

	Game (time permitting )
	To end the lesson on a high note, to give sts practice in speaking, to revise the vocab
	2 min
	The sts play a guessing game  in teams, giving definitions of different sports  and guessing what the sports are

	The teacher tells the sts to write a letter to a friend to recommend joining the new sports center
