	We can use Will (be going to – informal) for:

Facts about the future (действия в будущем,  независимые от нас) 

There will (`s going to) be an eclipse of the sun tomorrow.

Predictions (предсказания: погода, галалка) 

One day people will (are going to) have holidays on Mars.

Decisions made at the moment of speaking (решения, принятые в момент говорения)

I know! I`ll (`m going to) get Dad DVD for Christmas. (will – decision, be going to – intention) 

Offers, suggestions, requests (предложения и просьбы)

I`ll help you. Will you help me?

(! Shall I/WE ….? Shall I help you with the washing up?)

Most first conditional sentences (условные предложения, главное)

 If we leave now, we`ll be there by 6 o`clock

После вводных: I think, I hope, I am sure; probably, it`s quite likely

I hope she will come.

It`s quite likely that it will hit us at some time in the future.
	We can use be going to for:

Plans and intentions already made before the moment of speaking (планы, намерения)

I`m going to be an astronaut when I grow up.

Predictions based on present evidence (очевидность)

Look out! You`re going to fall.

 

	We can use Present Simple:

 For timetables, arrangements and  fixed events, which the speaker cannot change (расписание)

The flight leaves at 3 pm tomorrow.

After “if” in first conditional and zero conditional sentences (после “if” в условных предложениях первого и нулевого типа)

If it rains tomorrow morning, we`ll cancel the match.

If you have a brother or a sister, you are not the only child.

After “when, while, as soon as, before, after, till/until” in time clauses (придаточные предложения времени)

I`ll call you when I get home.
	We can use Present Continuous for:

Arrangements made before the moment of speaking

We`re leaving at 3 pm next Thursday.(запланированные действия)

I`m seeing my doctor tomorrow. (договорённость)
