HEADLINE VOCABULARY

The purpose of a headline is to summarize the news content of an article in very few words. The headline should report the topic, and perhaps a main fact, accurately. It should also present the information in an interesting way, so that the reader is encouraged to read the article itself. The kinds of news that appeal to the readers of one newspaper may differ widely from those of a competitor. But all headlines include one or more of the following elements that attract a reader's interest: newness or unusualness, personal relevance or consequences, and emotions.
Sometimes one headline is not enough to summarize the important information,   so a second headline, in smaller letters, is added   below the first. It is called a subheadline
( Note that when you are reading a newspaper, you   will find that many words in the headlines are repeated in the article. Thus you see them in a larger context in the article and can understand their meanings more easily than in the brief headline.)
Headline writers try to catch the reader's eye by using as few words as possible. The language headlines use is, consequently, unusual in a number of ways.
Grammar words like articles or auxiliary verbs are often left out e g. EARLY CUT FORECAST IN INTEREST RATES
-
A simple form of the verb is used, e.g. QUEEN OPENS HOSPITAL
-
The infinitive is used to express the fact that something is going to happen in the future e.g. PRESIDENT TO VISIT MINE
Newspaper headlines use a lot of distinctive vocabulary. They prefer words that are shorter and generally sound more dramatic than ordinary English. The words marked * can be used as nouns or verbs.
