Electricity:


♦ Use energy-efficient products.


♦ Turn off lights and electrical appliances when you’re not using them.


Paper, etc:


♦ Buy in bulk – this helps avoid excess packaging.


Fuel:


♦ Use public transport – this helps reduce air pollution.


Water:


♦ Use water efficiently – don’t leave taps running when you aren’t using them.
