All of it inspired us on research of cultural features, traditions of Scotland, therefore we put a primary objective before itself more in detail to familiarize with traditions, consuetudes, language and culture on the whole these surprising people and to probe stage-by-stage development and perfection of bagpipe and scotch suit in course of time.

Here speech will go about national consuetudes, holidays, traditions. 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                 A few words about Scotland

SCOTLAND, administratively-political part (historical province) of Great Britain. Has some autonomous rights, from 1999 is own parliament. 78, 8 thousands km. A population is 5 million persons (2004), mainly scotches. Most believers belong to the Presbyterian church. In an administrative relation part on 9 districts and island territory. A main city is Edinburgh.
Scotland occupies north part of island, on which Great Britain, and also more shallow islands, is located next door: Gebridskie, Orkneyskie and Shetlendskie. Basic territory of Scotland westerly and north surrounded the Atlantic ocean, easterly — by the North sea,  and from a south territory of England joins to it. The highest mountains are Grampianskie mountains, stretched out in the north of Scotland, where the highest top of Great Britain — Ben-Nevis is (height 1343 m). Very much in Scotland of mountain lakes, among which Lokh-lomond and Lokh-ness... On Orkneyskikh and Shetlendskikh islands, due to washing them Gulf-stream, a climate is relatively soft. Mainland part of country is divided by Mountain (Khaylendiyu) and Flat (Loulendiyu) parts.
Most ancient population — pikty. They disappeared already after distribution of christianity, probably, simply assimilated. Later piktov here settling apart gely are celtic people. Gely and pikty was successfully defended from Romans. In 5-6 vv. the celtic tribe of skottov came here, forcing out gelov in mountain areas. Gely (now in their language no more than 80 thousand persons talk in Mountain Scotland and on Gebridakh) khaylendery is othergates named or simply highlanders.
There was a clan structure of society. Clans, urgent on the name of the semilegendary founders, owned earth jointly, responsible for the members in obedience to the rules of circular bail and wars conducted on the rules of feudal loyalty (I.e. if the head of clan swore somebody on loyalty, all of members of clan must were support him).

In spite of klanovost', kingdoms appeared in Scotland. The most ancient piktskoe kingdom had the center in Skone. From here by birth coronation stone which now belongs to the Britannic crown. A single kingdom was folded to 10 v. England rendered the determining influencing on political life of Scotland.
Edward the I  English conquered Scotland, but there an enormous revolt blazed up under the direction of sir William Uollesa (nach. 14 v.). Robert Bryus, which returned a country independence, heaved up a new revolt after execution of Uollesa. The rule of dynasty of Styuartov, bound by family ties with the English royal house, made off establishment of their lordship over incorporated Britain. But for Scotland personal uniya 1603 replaced tacking to England in 1651-1652 with liquidation of attributes of independence. In 1707 Scotland is incorporated with England officially.
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A borough and valley of the river Glasgow is most inhabited Klayd, where highly technological industry develops. In 1980th the deposits of oil and natural gas are opened in the North sea, that gave a powerful shove development of Scotland. Mining, steel-smelting industry, shipbuilding is developed. One of leading reasons of export is a production of whisky. Fishing is widely developed in Scotland.

In 1990th the production of computers and software developed stormily. Now VNP per capita in Scotland higher, than in rest of England except for London and adjoining to him region. Large profits are brought by tourism, including educational (in the universities of Edinburga, Aberdina, Dandi, Sent-endryusa). Near fourth part of all of area of country tilled or is under pastures. A traditional culture is an oat.

Scotch - it one of those people which honour the traditions zealously. In this question they even in something look like «multitraditional» England.

Foremost from all of traditions it is necessary to mark the most important is a clan. A clan in Scotland (Clan) is a group of families, carrying one last name (for example, Poppy of Donal'dy is «children of Donald», because Mac po-shotlandski means «son») and having a general ancestor.
Every clan has the holiday, and in this day all of members of clan put on the suit, wherever they were. There are the international meetings of clans in Edinburgh - the capital of Scotland. People, carrying the the same scotch name, go down on meetings of clans. The delegates of such meetings get dressed in national suits. On meetings of clans bagpipes music of which delights the ear of representatives of clans are always present, take place competition in throwing of log - kebera, in at run uphill, dances, one of which is dance with jumpings up above the crossed broadswords is old, kind, truly scotch dance, khaggis eat is the smoked sheep stomach, filled the pieces of meat with spices and  proudly show  off in family kiltakh before numerous tourists, go  down to Scotland of all of corners of the world.

It is necessary to notice that the system of clans is popular until now and it was saved anymore as national tradition of scotches. When a scotsman reminisces the Motherland, the sorrowful heather uncultivated plots of land, ruins of locks, occur him, worn-out great-grandfather yubka-kilt and pibrokh is a mournful melody of bagpipe.[image: image13.jpg]


 Coloring of skirt must be concrete — in accordance with tartanom.(Tartan) — by a woolen matter with the standard of lines of different width and different colors, which cross each other under certain corners. Present much different tartans, each of which is related to the certain scotch clan. Every clan in Khaylende (Highlands- mountainous, overhead part of Scotland) has the certain color and certain tested standard which the members of clan carry on kiltakh and plaids related to him. And to put on stranger colors is social violation (gaffe) and it also impermissible, how a ship must heave up on a mast a foreign flag. After it strictly a responsible person, Main Gerol'd, Keeper of coats of arms and seniority of clans, looks after in Scotland. In his difficult duties enters to watch after that nobody appropriated itself unauthorized titles, stranger cages, did not lead on a bagpipe (bag-pipe) during ceremonial'- nogo of March the melody of other clan. From all of doomsdays queries come to him in relation to clan belonging and symbolism. Even the American, Australian, novozelandskie, Canadian generations of scotches did not lose interest to the native family consuetudes and traditions, reminisce the roots and what farther, that anymore come to the idea: «Wherever we were, my-shotlandcy! » Traditionally, except for a skirt — kilt, a tweed jacket (t w e e d jacket), simple long stockings, is included in a scotch national suit (Highland dress), takes and leather sporran (sporran), is a purse which hangs on a narrow small strap, engulfing thighs. This variant of suit is carried in the day-time. For an evening there is other variant of suit — yubka-kilt is put on with fur sporranom, stockings with it certain tartanom, by the complicated jacket and shirt finished a ruche. Scotch beret- tam-o’-shanter is a woolen hat without the fields with  a pompon or feather on a top. Temeshente carry usually, slightly moving to one side. Name a beret got it on behalf of hero of poem Robert Bernsa with the of the same name name. It is necessary to mention such detail of suit, as knife. A veritable highlander (Highlander) after the right stocking must carry a knife, on the handle of which the flower of thistle is engraved and topaz is set. It is necessary to notice that if a highlander stuck a knife on the inside of leg, on scotch tradition it meant is declaration of war. Peaceful people carry a knife always from exteriority. Traditions of carrying of the suit scotches are so durable, that self-control can exemplify from the article of L. Martynova about that, how once the Canadian traveler and writer a researcher Arktik  Farli Mouet at the end of November visited Moscow. «Business was at the very end November, — writes L. Martynov, — Mouet was in a scotch suit: in a short skirt, thick checked 
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woolen stockings, podvernutykh under knees. From under a coat on a skirt enormous 
koshel' went down with finishing from tolen'ego fur - sporran. Appeared, that today all of his sorodichi are dressed exactly also, and already therefore he at once can know in crowd it, to mark with him a holiday or, in the case of necessity to come for help. And a chance to meet other Moueta in Moscow crowd was extremely insignificant although, and besides a weather did not play in favour of going around with naked knees - icy wind drove the sprinkle of snow, — no talk about other suit and could not be. Tradition of clan colors appeared not so a long ago. England at one time forbade scotches to carry a national suit. It was in 1746, when in a battle on the tableland of Kulloden (Culloden) at Invernessa (Inverness) scotches lost chances on independence. Prohibition operated to 1782 years, and when he was abolished, it turned out that old patterns — forgotten. It was necessary to invent new, written down after every clan. Concerning such basic detail of scotch national suit, as yubka-kilt, it is necessary to notice that carried it before all of not scotches, but only khaylendery (highlanders) are highlanders.
As we know already, Highlands plugs in itself the highest mountains of Britannic Islands, most wild lakes and islands. On the origin khaylendery consider itself Celt. They gordyat'sya that are the descendants of skottov, which came to Britain from Ireland in 6th age, and they name itself skottami (and Scot, and Scotsman, and Scotswoman), (and Scotch-man, and Scotchwoman). A few thousand scotches which live at lakes in Western Khaylende (Western Highlands) and Gebridskikh islands still talk on Scottish Gaelik (scotch gell'skiy) - ancient celtic which very looks like irish gallic and related a welshman. The farmers of Khaylendera, or as they are here named by kroftery (crofters), conduct heavy and simple life, following the plough and cattle breeding: grow an oat and potato, conduct sheep and cows, fish. Kilt for some khaylenderov and until now is everyday clothes. Khaylendery feel superiority in relation to loulenderam (lowlanders) - to the habitants of plain, majority from which are the descendants of danes. On the ethnic composition of loulendery more various, than khaylendery. There are plainsmen to the middle of our age — loulendery carried trousers and even not checked. I will repeat oneself, that every tradition in the basis carries practical sense. Khaylendery carried kilt and gaiters not simply because they wanted so, but obviously because so comfortably them to move in mountainous locality. we in this connection it is possible to remember leather trousers and gaiters of tyrolese’s, suit of gimalayskikh gorcev- the tucked up dressing-gown ends above knees, and calve is protected something like golfs. Obviously, that so more comfortable to walk on steep mountain paths. Loulenderov did not have a necessity to move on mountains and, naturally, and proper for this suit Interestingly describes the origin of tradit«In 1953 lord Laurdeyl, head of clan Meytlendov, must was lead the solemn procession of state value, carrying a scotch flag with the Andreevskim cross, naturally, what a suit of him could be only scotch. But at the low-laying area clan of Meytlendov no own cages existed. A way out of situation was found: on happiness Meytlen-dy consist of family relationships with the mountainous clans of Kabbingemov and Gannov. Those lent the colors, and from their connection the own appeared tartan -kletchataya woolen matter of Meytlendov. Afterwards lord Layon on the basis of long calculations defined meytlendam tartan and added him to the official book of the clan colourings. Only forty with 
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superfluous years passed since that day, when loulendery led for itself a mountainous suit, 
but it became tradition already. Traditions arise up variously, but, arising up, have a tendency not to die. Source of scotch traditions is aspiration by all means to defend the originality. Especially as English kings long tried to eradicate this originality, but scotch persistent and stubborn character counteracted «sas-senakh»-takim scotches named England a scornful word.

Harshness and obstinacy of scotch character as impossible, to my mind, better and more evident expressed in the emblem of national flag Scotland-thistle

Legend interesting about the origin of this national emblem (Scottish Thistle). In ancient times vikings (Norsemen) landed on the east coast of Scotland with view of to take and rob a country. Skotty collected all of the combatant forces and occupied a location after the river of Tey (River Tay) - large river in Scotland, in a place, where comfortable ford was. Because they arrived to the evening, tired and emaciated after a long transition, pitched camp and disposed on rest, considering that an enemy will not begin to come to the next day. However, vikings were alongside; not finding out a guard and sentinels round the camp of skottov, vikings crossed Tey, with view of aback to take skottov and cut them in sleep. They razulis' to that end, as few as possible of to make noise at a movement to the camp. But suddenly one of vikings trod on a thistle. From sudden and sharp pain he cried up. Hearing a scream, skotty alerted to in a camp. Vikings are forced were to step back, and thistle, as a token of gratitude for a timely and unexpected help, skotty chosen as the national emblem.
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                                        Tayna Lokhnesskogo monsters

Since olden times are known scotch lakes, mysterious, wrapped eternal fog-haze... As well as famous lake provincial Person Ness, which is there. In 1933 - the first modern "certificate" of appearance of Nessi behaves to this year - Bertram Mills offered to 20 thousand pound (million pounds by present money) any, who will catch a monster for his circus in London that caused an international flutter and woke up interest to Nessi. Klark which created itself the name, finding out in 2004 at a lake Skye track of dinosaur by age 165 million years, talks that legend of lokhnesskogo monster was "v great deal by the product of XX age". All, what we dispose, it is unclear pictures, certificates of eyewitnesses, videotape recordings, done from large distance, and disrobed imitations", - a scientist talks.

And whoever heard about scotch - scotch whiskey. Almost all heard, and here what - not many know. Clovo of "whisky" takes beginning from a gel'skogo word "uisge" (yuisdzh), which is part of expression of "Uisge beatha", that means "water of life" (water of life). It entered in everyday life from a 18 age. Before utilized a word "usquibaugh"(askvibo), what be going on from Latin "Aqua vitae", that also means "water of life". In Ireland of askvibo, as a synonym of whisky, meets until now. It is traditionally considered that the secret of distillation came to Scotland from Ireland. In fifth age sainted Patrick during the trips on the Britannic continent diffused also together with the faith of Khristovoy and secret making of this drink. It is found out to date, that the secret

of distillation in Europe was known not ranee a 12 age. It is considered that norman navigators brought him from Asia. In Europe a secret of making of "elixir of life" long time was after the walls of monasteries. Now whisky for Scotland is national drink, and for us - one of characters of country.
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                                                      Excellent archers

Scotches were excellent and bold archers. As one of the soldiery honored traditions of scotches is a guard of queen by archers, in the case of its arrival. This tradition went off with old times, when scotch kings had a right to require from all of clans archers for a life-guard. Now household troops of archers the four hundred not young landed interests which in the case of arrival of queen to Scotland must leaving all of businesses, to be for its guard, armed lukami and arrows. Thus the commanders of subdivisions also captiously check up the resiliency of bow-string and sharpness of tips, as it was done in II age. And each of elderly archers is able to break through an arrow thick board — tradition requires from each of the inherited members of household troops of the tireless trainings with the type of weapon prescribed him. All of it, certainly, occupies quite a bit time, but as consider in Scotland, implementation of traditional and family duties accustoms to drinking a clan the best of all. And belonging to soldered, even archaic, helps organization to live in the present unsteady world. In fact the member of clan faultlessly counts colleagues on support.
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                      Scotch national consuetudes and holidays

As scotches are, mainly, by peasants, consuetudes them were for a long time, foremost, by the consuetudes of ploughmen and cattle-breeders.  All

of their labor living by the closest appearance was  related  to  nature:  by a sun,

rain, other phenomena of nature, productivity  of the fields,  fertility  of cattle,

changing of times of year,  changing  of day  and  night. Ancient Celt divided a year by
cold (from the holiday of Samkheyn) and on warm (from the holiday  of Beltan)  periods.

Celt conducted counting out of cold period since arrival of cattle from pastures, and
began warm - from the pasture of cattle on a pasture. Labour experience satisfied the people  of  that  it is necessary   to co-ordinate   the periods  of agricultural  works  with

motion of Moon and Sun.

  Can serve as a prime example of development of astronomic knowledges and their   use

of the West people cromlech  Stonehenge,  located  in  England between Bristol and Solsberi, and also Scotch Stonehenge,  about  which  already

mentioned higher, located  not far from    -  the capital  of o. Stornoveya

as on June, 21 .  After distribution  of Christianity  from  VI  in  A.D.  a church

tried to subordinate him influencing and timed to this time  a holiday

in honor Ioanna Krestitelya (on Junes, 24), but to destroy ancient  folk  basis

of holiday  it    did not succeed,  only   the terms   of implementation   of heathen ceremonies moved from 21 to Junes, 24. For the celtic people of Britain of sv. Ioann remained back from  the folk ceremonies and no  function  carried on his day in  a rite  for  summer solstice    did not execute.  Self  time  of holiday  of Summer  solstice

talks about his past connection with the cult of a sun. That is why  and  basic  ceremonies and rituals of day of sv. Dzhona similar with  the same    complex  of ceremonies  of day  of winter solstice - on December, 21. At Celt to both days a lot  of poverty
is related  about allegedly especially mighty in night on the days of solstices  to impure  force; a central  place  in  celebration  of these  days  is occupied  by the different   forms

of sacral fires; As early as the second half of I v. the villagers  of Scotland  were  convinced, that exactly in night on the eve of day of sv. Dzhona witches going on    the boiler factories:  fairies lead round  dance with singing on   forest   lawns,   tops   of hills;

numerous perfumes ferment by land. On Celtic presentations,  this  night

was the second by value from three annual “nights of perfumes”, when large  power

was acquired by different supernatural creatures. Celt considered  that  in  this

night of the soul of heathen visit earth and make merry before day.  Existed  in the past also popular belief, that in night on Junes, 24 the souls of all of people  during  sleep

abandon a body and ferment by  land. Trusted  that  if  in midnight to come  to

the church porch, it is possible  to see  the souls  those,  who  will die  in  arrival  in

a current year. As it was stated, large  role  in  the holiday  of sv.  John was played  by the sacral  fires  of different  kind,  especially  fires.  In  near the pas in night on the eve of day  of sv.  Ioanna  fires  burned  in  all  of areas of Great Britain  on  city  and  rural  areas.  Large communal fires set  fire   out of settlements, usually  on  vozvyshennostyakh,  hills.

So, in scotch cities Aberdine and Elgine people kindled fires  both  on main roads and city areas and almost before every house. Consuetudes and ceremonies of scotches, related to zazhzheniem of fires,  are numerous and various. Fires had a dual value in folk consuetudes:  on  more old presentations, connection was added them with a sun, and  in course of time  a cleansing value began to be given them  Interlacing of these two  comprehensions of fire can be met in celtic consuetudes  often.  It was considered  that  fires  of sv. Ioanna (sv. Dzhona), as well as sunbeams, render salutary influence  on

growth of plants, on prosperity of people and  animals,  if,  for example,  a reflection

or shade from a fire falls on the fields, on this  area  breads will  grow well . garden beds were stuck by the burnt sticks from a fire. With  the cult  of a sun had connection and to take  for a ride a widespread among scotches consuetude  from  mountains  or  steepprecipices of the rivers wheels, entwisted a straw and alight.  Sometimes guessed here : if a wheel burned all of time, while rolled, a harvest would be good. On the stories of one traveler VIII v., celtic population of island of Meykland (Orkneyskie of island) yet for two weeks to day of sv.  Began to provide Ioanna  long bundles of heather. When  in  night  a fire lightedp on  Junes, 24, every youth also set  fire one  of  the bundles  prepared  by him  andurried on the fields and round a settlement, swinging by it in mid air. Farmers 
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with  the burningunch of heather in hands accomplished the round  of the fields  and  herds 
on motion a sun. On  old  presentations  of Celt  the fire  of sacral  fire  protected a man and all of his riches from every evil, from witchcraft and  sorceries   of impure force. In the past on fires accomplished offering gods, and in deep antiquity victims often were people. That ancient  Celt  on  the large holidays burned  people,  there are  reports  of Julius  Cezarya  and  other ancient authors. From the twigs of willow and grass interlaced  a large  basket,  in  it seated  a slave  or  animal  and then  all  of it  was set on fire.  Tracks   of the ancient

offerings  show up in the consuetude of scotches  to give  up the bone   of some   animal in  the fire  of fire  The fishermen   of the Scotland   islands   also necessarily laid in the fires kosti fishes, home animals, bunches  of wool, et cetera. In the consuetudes of day of summer solstice  it is much  intertwined  domestically  -  marriage reasons. In night on Junes, 24 guessed much. Girls  and  fellows guessed,  often utilizing different flowers and plants  (more frequent  than all  st-john's-wort) for this purpose, sometimes and some objects. In Scotland in this night inamoratas made vow each other    loyalty  violation  of which  was considered  a crime. Oath such was pronounced either near a stone-megalith or  near  a reverent source and clamped it a handshake. Such most consuetudes of day of summer solstice are already lost, but also in our days in many places of the Britannic islands June  is considered  the most suitable month for the conclusion of marriages.

  Consuetudes described  higher in connection with the holiday of sv. Ioanna  or,  as  him sv name in Scotland. Dzhona, most characteristic were for areas, where

an agricultural economy prevailed, that most  on  territory of Loulenda.  In  those    areas,  where  the cattle breeding   (the sheep breeding is special ) prevailed, the day of summer solstice had in a folk  calendar  a less value and to him less old consuetudes were related. In Scotland for the sheep farmers of Calendar the holiday,

which was mark completion of washing, hair-cutting and stamping of sheep, was celebrated in June usually . This holiday was timed to the day of  sv.  Kolumba  (on June, 16 ).  Therefore   at   most scotch highlanders of sv. Kolumb was considered a promoter and okhranitelem  of cattle.  In his day hostesses prepared the special pie from a barley or  oat  flour  and divided  it  between  those  children  which  must  were  in summer  to raise   and nurse lambs. On some Shetlandskikh islands a consuetude bytuet in the day of  sainted  Kolumbaall of morning milk  from  cows  to deliver  the manager  of manora,  that  he

equally distributed him between the people of island - “on the consuetude  of ancient  times”. In the day-time for those, who saw to  the sheep,  clipped  and  branded  them,  prepared festive  dinner.  Distributed treating  (a cheese    thin captain is ordinary  )

of young people also .  In the evening games  and   dances settled  down on  a rural  area .

Khaylend dances were carried  out scotches-highlanders   in      the picturesque

national suits for music of bagpipes. With the special gladness scotches  met  a holiday  began  harvestings, which was on August, 1. As mentioned already, a year at ancient  Celt

was divided by two halves, and every half-year  began  a large  holiday (Samkheyn-1 of November and Beltan -1 May). Less holidays opened    the fourths of year - on February, 1 and August, 1, so that on August, 1 on a Celtic  calendar, to adjusted to the needs of cattle breeders, was in the day-time beginnings of new season. A lot of the names has a day of August, 1, but most widespread  among  them Lugnas, which is translated as a ”assemblage of Meadow” or “wedding of Meadow”.  Meadow - one  of  gods  of celtic 
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Pantheon, promoter  of agriculture  and  many

handicrafts. Celt named his “long-armed”  and  “multiskilful”.  Ancient legend was saved

about the origin of this holiday: he as though was set  by Meadow

in honour the receiving materi of goddess Tailtine after its  death.  Appearance of this

goddess is bound to earth, fertility,  in fact  its  name  of "Tailtin"  from  a word

"talam" is earth.

  A holiday of Lugnasa was not only the cattle breeding but also  agricultural:  he

marked the transition of one season in other. Like  a christian  church  timed   the holiday   of Ioanna Krestitelya to the day of summer solstice, but the name  "Day  of sv.  Dzhona"

did not influence on heathen basis of this holiday, so on August, 1,  in spite of

that this was the day of memory of Peter and  Makkaveya    was  not inferior  the church

influencing. And  his  heathen  rituals  remained  unchanging  during many ages. Main lines of holiday were followings:  solemn  beginning of reaping or other type of harvest works, ceremonial  partaking  of garden-stuffs  of the first harvest, banquet on the top of high mountain; offerings  of first-fruits  of harvest to some deity on the top of mountain. First August all of family went out in the field in festive dresses, and  the head

of family with the proper ceremonies cut away the first ears of bread.

  On Gebridskikh islands a reaper lifted  the first  sheaf  above  itself  and  three times

outlined them round the head, and all of standings near him family  members  sang

the special song in which  asked  god  to bless  a new harvest and protect  it  from  every  evil at this time.  Grain  of the first  sheaf  was quickly threshed, milled in a flour on a quern,  from  a flour  on  a sheep hide involved dough and stove small cakes for every family member. Sense of consuetude  to eat  up  first-fruits  consisted  of  that,    to secure

the favour  of spirit   or   deity   of vegetation,      to get possibility without every harm on your own there are  garden-stuffs  of new  harvest.  From a new harvest  a large  value was given  the first partaking of bread:  participating  all of family must was accept in

such meal, and this  ritual,  on  a popular belief, prevented hunger, failing in food during throughout the year. Had an important value day of August, 1 for cattle breeders.  In  Khaylende  of woman usually distributed all, who  was  on  summer  pastures,  small  cheeses  from curd - on happiness. Such  cheeses  and  butter  were specially  prepared  for

celebration of this day. On the eve of August, 1 magic  actions were accomplished  above a cattle, to protect him from  every  misfortunes,  especially  cared  of cows: smeared resin tails and ears, attached red  and  dark blue threads to the tails, magic  invocations  pronounced above  an udder. On  a very  old consuetude in this day tried to atone a cattle in a sea or river. At gelov Scotland, habitants of Khaylenda and adjoining to  Scotland  islands, a large annual holiday was  a day  of sv.  Michael  -  on September, 29 .  Many

consuetudes and ceremonies timed to this day very look like those, that  take

place on the holiday of Lugnasa, although them and divide almost 2 months. A difference in  time was caused that transmigrating to Scotland of gely from  Ireland  brought

with itself the holidays and consuetudes which got a new  comprehension  and new timing here. In Scotland, beginning of autumn was counted with  Mikhaylova  of day  (on September, 29 ). Among scotches, saying was widespread -  ”Summer  is  to

 day of sv. Michael”. Sv. Michael was one of the most popular saints both for irises and 
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for scotches, even at that  of  them,  which  belonged  to  the protestant church.  Scotches  
named  his  Michael  Pobedonosec,  winner   of power of darkness. He was provided with the most different functions he  was  a cartridge  exterminating  sea-folk, boats and boatmen, horse and riders. On the icons of Michael  usually represented a rider, sitting on a white horse,  with by a trezubym  spear  in  a right arm. Probably,

appearance of sv. Michael, before all  of promoter  of cattle,  forced  out reverent

 once here one of heathen gods of ancient Celt. And, although  day  of sv. Michael  considered  a christian  holiday,  many  of the ceremonies related  to  him - obviously heathen on the origin  and  character.  Sense of all of the ceremonies and ceremonies linked from September, 29    what    in  a previous holiday: to mark collection and first test of garden-stuffs of new harvest. Through all  of the ceremonies  and  consuetudes  added  to  the holiday  reasons of providing of fertility  of earth pass  a red  filament, issue of cattle  and  posterity  people. So, a few days prior to September, 29 women and  girls  set  forth for the fields for collection of carrot which played a substantial role  in  the rituals  of this day. Carrot or pulled out hands, or  dug  up a shovel,  done  in form  equilateral  triangle,   or   small   trezuboy   hoe (undoubted analogies with the permanent attributes  of sv.  Michael  -  by a three-cornered shield and trident). That this consuetude  is related  to  magic  of fertility  and even, possibly,  was  vestige  of phallic  cult,  invocations, accompanying collection of carrot, testify. Large  attention  was spared  by women  to preparation   of ceremonial   dishes   to

the holiday. Usually cut  lamb  -  necessarily  sex of men,  with  a white

hide without  a single  spot  or  damage.  A yet    major value
was given baking of the special type of breads and  small cakes,  so-called  "struan" sv. Michael. In ceremonies, related to their preparation, evidently, what  large

sacramental value was given by scotches to bread, to especially baked  from the first grains of harvest. For his preparation took mixture of all of  breadstuffs,  grown on a farm during a year.  Must  were  Muku  grind  only  on a quern, and to work dough on the hide of lamb. As a fuel in  a hearth laid the sacred breeds of trees only: oak, wild ash and pr. The bread baked from above  was covered mixture from the fluffed up creams, eggs and butter.  Scotches  in the past did three  types  of breads:  communal  struan.  He  was eaten  after  a collective meal which all of community going on. Baked also  domestic  struan and small khlebcy - struany for every family member. They were named  by little struan or on the name those, who they were  intended for.  Such  small khlebcy were identical on sizes, but various  in a due form:  three-cornered, to five, semiugol'nye or round. Large    breads  did  always  in form fourth   of circle.    At    making    of struanov    a lot of cautions was observed , because it was considered that if, for example, he razlomitsya,  a man which he was done for will become ill; if though one of them will fall  down on the floor is portends a misfortune for all  of family.

in the day of  holiday,  were

directed on the protection of horse from illness and  other  misfortunes.  So, the habitants

of Orkneyskikh and Shetlandskikh islands in eve this day brought  the horse over to  ancient  megalitu  or  cairn ,  to put,   and   memory of happening  on  this  place    accident,  and  walked  around with   them once or twice round these stone on motion a sun. Horse in general were in a center many rituals of this day. Traditionally in the day of

sv. Michael a pilgrimage was accomplished to the sainted  places,  necessarily  astride
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on horse, and in night before  a holiday  everybody  had  a right  for  this  purpose

to steal any horse. The folk scotch  saying  saved  memory  about

this strange consuetude: ”Stealing of horse on the holiday of sv. Michael  never

poricaetsya”.
                                           Scotch bagpipe

It is the known bagpipe in the world. It got the development in 16 -19 ages in by a furnace, - region and on the western islands of Scotland.

In olden times bagpipers played slow, prolonged melodies, now known as «piobaireachd», or «pibroch», or «piper-stuff». In those times on bagpipes played a solo exceptionally.
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With destruction of society of mountain clans primary utilitarian destiny of bagpipe was lost and age-old functional clan music lives today, foremost, as a classic form, rarely executable modern bagpipers for not numerous this sort of music lovers.

C would disappear disappearance of clan society bagpipe, but at this time plenty of highlanders was recruited in the Britannic army which utilized a bagpipe gladly, compelling, however, it thoroughly to revise an usual repertoire. A scotch bagpipe began to carry out soldiery, folk and dancings melodies, adapted to marching motion and transmission of military signals. This new music had a predictable form and rate, allowing numerous bagpipers to play together escorted by drums on March. So the modern orchestra of bagpipers appeared, or differently orchestra of pipes-and-drums. Today bagpipes, like the ancient musical instruments of many cultures, are included in the complement of modern orchestras and bands and utilized in new musical forms and styles. A scotch bagpipe experiences the new peak of popularity, and number of people, carrying with a game thereon remarkable instrument quickly grows in the whole world now. Burdonnye and playing tubes are adjusted on Bb (si-flat) on a miksolidiyskomu tune. Notes for a bagpipe are written down on half-tone below than their actual sounding (I.e. Bb in literature for a bagpipe written down as And). Range of scotch bagpipe hardly anymore octave - eight notes from si-flat of the first octave to lya small.

Ctroy of bagpipe changed in course of time, at first this was an instrument with a pentatonicheskim line-up, characteristic for celtic music, with five playing openings, now its range broadened to eight notes of diatonic order. Ancient scotches, by the way, as well as the representatives of other cultures, utilizing a bagpipe, from time immemorial were charmed its long and continuous sound.
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Unchanging accompaniment of burdonnykh tubes - also ancient aspect of music of many cultures. Cegodnya this reception quite often is utilized, to express strong emotions in popular, jazz, orchestral music and background tele- and cinema music. A bagpipe is a loud instrument. Functionally it explains its centuries-old history: it was utilized in middle ages as a sacral and alarm instrument clans of highlanders, later it found the application in the Britannic military orchestra, declaring collections and inspiring soldiers in battles. Set about the sound of scotch bagpipe on distance to the 2nd miles.
                                         Edinburgskiy military festival
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International military-musical festivals ascend to XIX age. So, in 1867 in Paris the competition of soldiery orchestras took place from 9 countries, where from Russia the musicians of life guards of the Horse-guardsman regiment declared oneself perfectly. However first all of riches and variety of military historical and musical genres was presented on famous Edinburgh Festival which annually passes in the capital of Scotland with 1947 already from the end of 1940th Military Festival (Edinburgh Military Tattoo) was selected from the general cultural program, soon became international and got independent status. The term of «tattoo» originates from the Dutch words «Tap toe» - literally, to «close a faucet», that meant in olden times meant a signal to evening collection of troops. Now soldiery festivals are so named all over the world.
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During four weeks of August, on an extent already 60 years an esplanade before the medieval Edinburgh lock becomes the arena of surprising spectacle which is opened out in any weather outdoors in presence a 9, 5 thousand audiences. Over the years in Edinburgh with brilliance the representatives of ten of countries came forward from around the world, but, certainly, the main body of scotch was made and makes bagpipes and drums, foremost regimental orchestras of household troops and army. Until now Edinburgh Tattoo remains unsurpassed.
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The organizers of "Kremlin Star" oftentimes stayed with our Edinburgh colleagues and friends, were straight participating to the debut of the Russian participants in scotch Tattu (There is central Orchestra of Navy in 1998) and yet twice, in 2001 and 2005, provided the representative office of Russia on this Festival. Long-term leader of Edinburgh Military Tattoo, brigadier Melvill With. Dzheymison, knight commander of Order of Britannic Empire, gave a consent to become the Main adviser of our Festival. We fully do justice the distinguished achievements of scotches in this sphere and hope to use their priceless experience for preparation of "Kremlin Star".
A "star" is the quite not natural phenomenon, and a sound order is in the Russian army. Usually this sound is published by a bugler and drummer in place of command "getting" up and "retreat". A festival "The Kremlin star" became one of the brightest events of 2007. He passed in the heart of Moscow - on the Red area. The foreign guests of festival were become by leading soldiery orchestras from Great Britain, Germany, Italy, Denmark, Ireland, Canada, REPUBLIC of South Africa, Australia and New Zeeland. Russia on a forum was presented by Orchestra of Department of defense and many other orchestras. The total number of participants was exceeded by 1 000 servicemen, including a cavalry and musicians, while on every presentation an about 8 000 audience was present.
Basic the purpose organizers put the revival of military traditions of the Russian army, patriotic education of young people and strengthening of international connections. Analogical festivals are conducted in Germany, Netherlands, Norway, Sweden, Finland, Switzerland, Canada, Australia and other countries. The largest similar measure is considering the known worldwide Edinburgh military festival. He passes from 1947 in the 
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capital of Scotland. Vitaly Mironov told about features conducting of festival in 
Edinburgh: "Abroad these festivals, as a rule, are initiative from below, but have the widest and strong, deep support as in state structures - be that a government, administration of president, is in the countries, or rulings dynasties, for example, in Edinburgh festival, for example supported royal family and every year on a festival one or another representative of royal family is present".

The organizers of festival "The Kremlin star" want that this event became a valid for one occasion not action, but good tradition of our country. In addition, organizers promise, that this spectacle in truth charming. 
Second Festival «Kremlin Star»

it is assumed to conduct the Second Festival "Kremlin Star" in Moscow in September, 2008 He will be devoted a remarkable anniversary - 325year the eldest of regiments of household troops of Russia, Preobrazhenskogo and Semenovskogo, and to Russian Emperor's household Troops on the whole.

Exactly this theme and will become determining in conception and musical program of Festival, where will be brightly and traditions of our parts of household troops are widely presented (March, signals, songs, dances et cetera). To participating in Festival the representatives of leading parts of household troops and army and orchestras are invited from the different countries of the world. Consent is already got from Austria, Great Britain, France, China, Canada, Australia, REPUBLIC of South Africa, New Zeeland, Trinidad and Tobago. Negotiations are near to completion with Ireland and Oman which will present the Arabic world on Festival.
