Speaking lesson plan on the topic “Profession and daily routine”
Aims:

to test the students’ knowledge on the topic "Profession and Daily Routine”;
to provide practice so the students can use the vocabulary linked to the topic in a group work and get skills of describing, speculating, expressing preferences, planning.
Objectives:
by the end of the lesson the students will be tested m working with the vocabulary linked to the topic and expressing their opinion on a subject in a form of a short presentation (as a result of group work) and short dialogues
1. Warming up. Associations. Evocative word is Work. A student says what the word means to him or her. The next student suggests an association with the word given by the first student and so on round the class. After of a chain of about 15-20 associations the final suggested word is written on the board and the students try to reconstruct the entire chain back to the original idea.
2. The students (individually) are given the task to go around the class and find out who
· can easily describe his/her daily routine
· can easily describe his/her parents daily routine
· would like to change three things in his/her daily routine
· would like to have daily routine as his/her parents have
· can easily describe his/her leisure time
· can compare his/her leisure time and leisure time of his/her parents
· can explain the influence of any profession on daily routine

3. The
result of the survey. S1 tells about the students who can easily describe their daily routine. S2 describes the daily routine of the parents, S3 focuses on three things the students would like to change in their daily routine, S4 tells about leisure time of those students who can easily describe it, S5 compares the students’ and parents’ leisure time , S6 explains the influence of any profession on leisure time.

4. Group work. The class is divided into the groups of three and the students are to find out common and different features in their daily routine.
5. Group work presentation and analysis.

6. Group work. The class is divided into the groups of three and the students are to find out common and different features in spending their leisure time.

7. Group work presentation and analysis.
8. Dialogues. S1 asks S2 about his/her likes and dislikes of spending free time. The task is to find out common and different features.
9. Dialogue presentation and analysis.
10. Hometask: in a form of presentation compare a daily routine of a student of year 10 with a daily routine of a junior student.
