                                                      Introduction      
Location
Alexander Selkirk was marooned in the South Pacific about 667 km. off the coast of Chile. Today the island is known as Robinson Crusoe.  Robinson Crusoe was marooned on a fictional island in the Atlantic, which is located at the mouth of the Orinoco River along Venezuela’s coastline.

b) In what ocean was the fiction island situated where R. Crusoe was marooned?

Life on the island


A.S. stayed on the beach, but later build a hut somewhere above Cumberland Bay in the woods. He lived off fresh water and food such as wild goats, uncultivated turnips, cabbage and pepper berries. At first he had some problems with rats, but this was alleviated by domesticating feral cats on the island.

   R.C. fetches arms, tools and other supplies from the ship before it breaks apart and sinks. He hunts, grows corn, learns to make pottery, raises goats and reads the Bible. After helping free a prisoner from native cannibals, he names his new companion “Friday” after a day of the week he appeared.

a) What goods could R. Crusoe salvage?

 Crusoe’s Cave House
 Hose Site. After the shipwreck Crusoe decides that he needs a shelter. He finds a hill with a small cave on the northwest side overlooking a field that meets he needs for fresh water, shelter from the sun, security and a view of sea.

Where did Crusoe decide to make his shelter?  

Tent. In front of his cave, Crusoe draws a semicircle 20 yards in diameter. To protect him during the rainy seasons, he constructs a double tent using sails salvaged from the shipwreck. Crusoe carries his provisions taken from the ship into his tent, using the cave as the cellar.

b) What did he use to make a tent? 
Cave and Terrace. Crusoe begins expanding his cave, digging into the loose, sandy rock with the iron crow and the spade, which he constructed from hard wood. He uses rocks from the cave to build a terrace around his tent.

c) What did Crusoe use rocks from the cave for?

Cave Developed. The roof and side wall of Crusoe’s cave fall in. Crusoe removes the rubble, and reinforces the ceiling and walls with posts and rafters. He divides the interior of his cave into a kitchen, dining room and cellar, reserving his tent for sleeping.

d) How many rooms did his cave got? What were they?

Interior. Setting up shelves for his tools and supplies, Crusoe begins to organize his house.

Wicker Baskets and Clay pots. Crusoe learns to weave wicker baskets, which he uses to harvest his crops and carry food. After years of making weak, leaky pots by drying clay in the sun, Crusoe learns that by burning his pots in the fire he can make them strong and watertight.

Candles.  Since it usually dark on the island by 7 pm, Crusoe makes candles in small clay dishes out of goat tallow wax and oakum wicks.

Calendar. After about ten days on the island, Crusoe realizes that he needs to keep a record of his time on the island. He takes a large post and using his knife he cuts lines to mark the days, short for weekdays and long for Sundays.

Furniture.  Crusoe makes two tables, a chair and several shelves for the inside of his cave. For some furniture, he uses small boards from the shipwreck, but for other pieces he makes his own boards, a difficult task because of the lack of tools.

Journal.  Having recovered a small quantity of ink and paper from the ship, Crusoe is able to keep a journal of his days for the two years that his ink supply lasted.

e) What tools and supplies had he got in his house?

Outer Hedge. Crusoe plants a second semicircle of pots made from the kind of the trees he knows will take root and grow branches. Within 12 years the trees grow into a dense forest, when Crusoe discovers cannibals on the island, he reinforces the tree line with boards to make a second wall.

Hand Hewn Boats 

Crusoe’s first boat.  After 4 years on his island, Crusoe’s loneliness and desire to escape increased greatly. He decided he would build a boat as he had seen natives in Brazil do out of a large tree trunk. He modeled his first boat after a canoe. All Crusoe’s tools and materials were either salvaged from the shipwreck or made by him.

a) When did Crusoe decide to build a boat?

 The Huge Log.  The first boat Crusoe built was made from the cedar log 22 feet long and almost 6 feet in diameter. It took him 34 days to cut the tree down and clean the brunches from the trunk.

b) How many days did it take him to cut the tree down and clean the brunches   from the trunk?

The Boat is Too Big. It took Crusoe 3 month to hollow the boat using only a mallet and chisel. The finished boat was large enough to carry 26 men or him and all his cargo. The boat was so heavy that he couldn’t move it at all from the spot where he carved the boat nearly 300 feet from the water. He tried to put it with rope, and after that failed he attempted to dig a cannel to bring the water to the canoe to free it. But neither worked and Crusoe left his large canoe as a reminder to be wiser his next time.

c) Did Crusoe manage to move his boat to the water? Why?
The Second Attempt.  After some time Crusoe decided to build a new boat. This time he had the help of Friday to build the boat. His piragua was made out of a different kind of tree than his canoe. His new boat was 16 feet long and less than 2 feet in diameter. It took Crusoe and Friday two weeks to set the piragua to the water.

d) How much time did it take Crusoe and Friday to move their boat to the water? 

Sewing Without Needles.  Crusoe fashioned the sail out of salvaged sails from the shipwreck. None of the scrap pieces were large enough to create a large enough sail out of one piece, so Crusoe had to sew to two pieces together. However, without a needle, it took him 2 months and much labor to finish the sail.

e) Did his new boat have the sail?

Steering and Stopping the Boat. Crusoe added an anchor add rudder to his piragua, which he constructed out of wood and old materials from his shipwreck. He admits that these two pieces were roughly constructed because of his lack of carpentry skills.

Keeping Dry. To make his boat more useful, Crusoe added several features that would allow for voyages further off of the coastline.  He added storage lockers at both ends of the boat to keep food, ammunition and other things dry. 

Finishing Touch.  Lastly, he fixed his umbrella to the stern of the boat to provide him shade. Hi took several short voyages on his piragua, but he never ventured to far as he had given up on using the boat as a means to escape.
