T(1): Good day, everybody, young and grown-up, good day our dear guests! I’m glad to see you all here at our English-speaking club’s meeting. Today’s meeting is devoted to a very hot and interesting topic “What We Are Like!”

And with all my pleasure let me introduce the participants of our discussion: (назватьименаучастников).

Today it is fashionable to speak about teens problems. Some specialists explain that the changes of our society, the way of our life force young people to choose their own lifestyle. On the one hand, our society agrees that 15-17 year old people are old enough to be responsible for what they do and give them quite a lot of freedom and rights.

T(2):On the other hand, most adults think that teens are too young to be taken seriously. This misunderstanding produces many problems. Actually, a lot of teenagers say that their parents let them do everything they want and quite indifferent to their problems, and the way they spend their free time. Sometimes they are too busy to ask you about your interests.

Family and Family Problems

T(1):In this connection, the first theme to discuss is “Family and Family Problems”. All in this world starts with a family. So, a family is simultaneously a little world and an essential part of our society.

· What is the most important in a family?

P(1): I’m sure a family has things shared together like dreams hopes and possessions. I think it is great. Besides, we need family for comfort and protection.

Tattoos and Body Piercing

T(1): Another theme for our conversation is Tattoos and Body Piercing. From times immemorial people take care of their appearance and try to decorate their body.

Nowadays, if you walk down the street in a big city, you’ll see persons with tattoos, or a ring in their ear or nose, or even in their eyebrow. Decorating your body with exotic designs seems to be more and more popular.

- Do you think body piercing and tattoos is a good idea to express teens’ individuality? Why? (ответы уч-ся)
- OK, just imagine the situation – you come home one day with a hole in your nose or lip or somewhere else.

- What will be your parents’ reaction? Do they approve your actions or not?(ответы уч-ся)

Of course, we have different views and different reaction on tattoos and body piercing. Tastes are differ. I ask you to listen to the report about the history of tattoos and body art origin.

P(1):  A tattoo is any indelible mark under the skin, which is made deliberately. The most common method is to prick the skin with a sharp instrument, like needle. But it used to be done and can still be done with a bone or a shell. Originally tattooing was a part of religious ceremonies in some cultures, but it goes back at least to the ancient Egyptians. The Japanese have been tattooing for centuries. The American Indians used tattooing as a way of identifying themselves with certain tribes. For solders in Africa it was a way of showing how brave they were.


Today in some societies if young girls are not decorated with beautiful tattooing they won’t be allowed to get married.


The fashion for tattoos and body piercing become more popular in recent years with teens. In the modern world body piercing began in the 1970s in California. It became popular with punk rock in 1980s as teenagers choice to express their rejection of conservative behavior by piercing their noses, ears or eyebrows. It was a way of saying: “I’m not like you, I’m myself!” It’s a way to express person’s individuality.


But body piercing is not only a teenage trend, it goes deeper. Even middle aged people are keen on body piercing. It reminds them that they were once young.


So, a tattoo is certainly fashionable. But be careful! There is a very real danger of getting a serious disease if you go to an unqualified tattoo artist.

Subcultures

T(2):A lot of teenagers join different groups and movements nowadays. Why? Perhaps it is the lack of any other way to express what attracts young people to different subcultures. May be they protest against their parents, or rebel against the older generation. In my opinion, the main reason to join the group is the ability to show your solidarity with like-minded friends. There are a lot of different subcultures: hippies, punks, bikers, emo, skinheads. So, young people can find a group or movement that will suit their interests.

- I wonder, what’s your attitude to this or that subculture? 

P(1): Different subcultures have their own beliefs, values, fashion and favourite music. For example, Hippies of the 1970-wore unusual clothes and had long hair. Hippies believed in peace and one of their favourite sayings was: “Make love - not war.” Today hippies are more socially active. They set up environmental groups and join charity projects.

P(2): I want to tell you about Emo. Emo means emotional. In recent years the media has associated Emo with a stereotype which includes being sensitive shy and angsty. It’s also associated with depression, self-injury and suicide. They wear tight jeans long fringe, dyed black, straight hair, studded belts.  

T(2): But not all groups are peaceful. Some of themare rather rebellious. For example: Punks, Skinheads, Goths.

 P(3): Many teens become Goths because they have been spurned by “normal” society. The main task of anyone Goth – appearance. Not to learn Goth in crowd it is impossible. They wear the blackest clothes with a lot of silver jewellery and have a very black hair, black lipstick and fingernails. There is an opinion that Goth is vampire, but it is not true. They see the world as a dark place and like it that way. I completely agree with them because our life is difficult.

P(4): I’d like to tell you about Skinheads. The first wave of skinheads rushed at the beginning of 1970s. Boneheads borrowed their behaviour from British Mods. Skinheads were alike Gopniks in reorganizeful epoch in Russia, who were forgotten. The Nazi movement, “Blood and Honour” appeared in Russia in 1990s and occupy left position. Nowadays about 90% of the youth are Nazi skinheads in Russia. They wear short jackets without collars, tight trousers or jeans, heavy boots. Look at the skinheads and you’ll see savage hatred in their eyes. They beat the people if they dislike their behaviour. In 2006 in April about 104 foreigners were beaten by skinheads in Moscow. Boneheads groups are the most aggressive subculture. The most numerous groups are “Blood and Honour”, “Hammerskin Nation, Russia Aim”. Our country is poisoned by racism and violence.

P(5):Bikers.Bike subculture appeared in Russia in the early 80s. The club “Night Wolves” appeared in Moscow in 1989. A “Night Wolf” №1, nicknamed “The Surgeon” got his motorbike from his grandfather. This motorbike was produced in 1942 inAmerica, but it works well. 

The Surgeon (he is a real surgeon) together with his friends kept order at the concerts of underground musicians as “Hell’s Angels’” did it. Working as guards is classical pastime of bikers. A biker in Russia prefers a heavy bike like “Harley Davidson” and a leather jacket. Some consider bikers are aggressive. But in most cases they have only threatening appearance.

Youth Takes More Risks

T(1):They say, that youth is the most beautiful period of our life. But you should be very cautious, because teens take more risks.

If you want to be healthy you should avoid different bad habits that affect your health. In my opinion, smoking and drinking too much alcohol and taking drugs are the worst ones.


Without any doubt we can say, that all these addictions can shorten our lives dramatically. Smoking, for example, causes a number of heart and lungs diseases such as pneumonia, cough and cancer. Besides, it makes your teeth yellow and skin unhealthy. Some companies don’t employ people who are smokers. Smoking is banned in most public places.


It is awful, that number of young people who smoke, drink alcohol and even take drugs increase with each passing year.

· Why is it happened? What measures can we take to stop this dreadful process?

P(1): For many teens smoking is not just a kind of pleasure, it is an addiction. They need it, depend on it, can’t stop it. If they haven’t smoked for some hours, they feel a craving for a cigarette. They often chain smoke, which means they light another cigarette immediately they have put out the other one before.

As for me, I don’t smoke, because I don’t want to have unhealthy skin and teeth and different diseases in future.

P(2): I don’t smoke too and I don’t like to be in the company of those who are smoking. You know, there are passive and active smokers. People who don’t smoke but are forced to be in the company of smokers are even in a worse situation. The smoke from other people’s cigarettes influences their health more negatively than that of active smokers. But some teens think that they look more mature when holding a cigarette.

P(3): Drug addiction is another problem of the twenty-first century. Teens try once or twice a cigarette with a narcotic inside, then they change to injection, and day by day become totally dependent on this deadly habit. Young people hope to find a sense of life and pleasure and happiness in taking drugs, and they don’t even notice how quickly they fall into addiction.

T(1): We made an anonymous survey in our school and you can see the results. They are not comforting! Look at this problem seriously! You should have your own opinion in such question. Be cleaver and wise and make a right choice!

Music in Our Life

T(2): It goes without saying that music plays a very important role in our life. It reflects our mood and emotions. Music appeals to our hearts and transforms our feelings. Can you think of a day without music? There is music everywhere: at home, in a concert hall, in parks. All of you love music or go in for music. Each subculture has its own style of music. Now listen to extracts of music and guess what music styles are these extracts belonged to? Are they aggressive destroying, loud and etc…? (Звучат отрывки из музыкальныхпроизведений.) 

· And last extract- it’s a classical music. Isn’t it beautiful?!.. – Of course, yes!
