1. Организационный момент. Hастрой на готовность к уроку, введение в тематику урока.
     Hello children! How are you? Let’s warm up! 
a. What season is it now?
b. What month is it now?

c. What is the weather like today?
d. What is it nice to do when the weather is like that?

I like this time of the year because Christmas is round the corner. When do people celebrate Christmas in Great Britain, in Russia?
The theme of today’s lesson is «Christmas in England». Christmas is one of the happiest and the busiest time of the year for people all over the world.

Today we’ll speak about its symbols, customs and traditions.

Today we’ll learn some new words. I would like you to guess their meanings watching my presentation.
2. Презентация.
Slide 1:    Christmas is a Christian holiday that celebrates the birth of Jesus Christ. Most Christians celebrate Christmas on December, 25th.

Slide 2: People in England decorate their homes with tinsels, bells, candles, wreaths, and angels.
(называя слова, учитель показывает изображение, соответствующее их значению на слайде). Today, pupils, we have some new words. What is the Russian for the «wreath» («tinsel», «candle»)? Who can guess it? Yes, Sasha, you are right. Come up to me and fix this card to the board. (Учащийся при помощи магнита фиксирует карточку с новым словом на доске. В течение урока карточки служат опорным материалом при устных ответах). Thank you. Now, pupils, repeat after me, please, «wreath» («tinsels», «candle»)!
What do people usually do before Christmas?
Slide 3: The Christmas tree is the main symbol of Christmas. 
People usually put an angel or a star on the top of the Christmas tree.

What is the main symbol of Christmas? How do people decorate it? 
Slide 4: The Christmas tree became popular in England in 1841, when Queen Victoria's husband, Prince Albert, brought a Christmas tree over from Germany and put it in Windsor Castle. 

When did the Christmas tree become popular? Prince Albert brought it from Germany, didn’t he?
Slide 5: There are a lot of coloured lights in the streets. People hear sounds of bells and Christmas carols everywhere.
What do people hear everywhere? What are there in the city streets?
Slide 6: People send Christmas cards to relatives and friends. 

People send Christmas cards, don’t they? Have your sent Christmas cards to you relatives or not yet? Don’t be late!
Slide 7: Santa Claus is also Santa or Father Christmas in Britain. He is an old man in a red suit.

 What is Santa wearing? Who brings presents to you in our country?
Slide 8: Many children believe that Santa Claus arrives on Christmas Eve in a sleigh pulled by the reindeer and brings presents.( Рассказывая о северном олене, учитель показывает учащимся его изображение на слайде).What does it mean the «reindeer»? Who can tell me? Yes, Danila, you are right. Come up to me and fix this card to the board. (Учащийся при помощи магнита фиксирует карточку с новым словом на доске.). Thank you. Now, pupils, repeat after me, please, «reindeer»!
Does Santa Claus arrive in a sleigh pulled by the reindeer or white horses? Who travels by white horses?
Slide 9: Children write letters to Santa Claus. They tell him what presents they would like to get. 

What present would you like to get this year, Dima? (Artyom, Valya). Have you written your letter to Father Frost yet?
Slide 10: The Advent calendar is a special calendar which is used to count 24 days before Christmas. The «Advent calendar» means «Рождественский календарь». Repeat after me, please, «Advent calendar». (Учитель фиксирует карточку с новым словом на доске.) Every day children take small gifts out of the little boxes with a number of the day. 

What do children usually take out of the boxes of the Advent calendar? How many boxes does the Advent calendar have? We don’t have such a tradition in our country, do we?
Slide 11: On Christmas Eve children leave out something for Santa to eat or drink and a carrot for the reindeer. The reindeer Rudolf is the best helper for Santa. 
What is there another tradition on Christmas Eve? Our Father Frost has a helper. Snow mail is his best helper, isn’t she? 
Slide 12: Some children hang up stockings, so Santa Claus can fill them with sweets, fruit and other small gifts.

Where does Santa put his presents? What does Santa put into the stockings? Where does our Father Frost put presents.

Slide 13: On Christmas Day children pull Christmas crackers. ( Рассказывая о хлопушках, учитель показывает учащимся их изображения на слайде).What does it mean the «cracker»? Who can tell me? Yes, Dania, you are right. Come up to me and fix this card to the board. (Учащийся при помощи магнита фиксирует карточку с новым словом на доске.). Thank you. Now, pupils, repeat after me, please, «cracker»!
On Christmas Day children have a lot of fun, don’t they?
Slide 14: On Christmas Day at three o'clock in the afternoon, the Queen gives her Christmas Message to the nation. 

Who gives the Christmas message to the British on Christmas Day? When does the Queen give the Christmas message to the British?
Slide 15: The traditional food is turkey, Christmas cake, Christmas pudding which is made of fruit, mince pies. 

( Рассказывая о пудинге и пирожных, учитель показывает учащимся их изображения на слайде).What is the meaning of the «Christmas pudding»? Who can tell me? Yes, Dania, you are right. Come up to me and fix this card to the board. (Учащийся при помощи магнита фиксирует карточку с новым словом на доске.). Thank you. Now, pupils, repeat after me, please, « Christmas pudding »! The « mince pie » means «пирожное с фруктовой начинкой». Repeat after me, please, «mince pie». (Учитель фиксирует карточку с новым словом на доске).
What is the traditional Christmas food?
The Christmas pudding is made of fruit, isn’t it?
Slide 16: On Christmas Day in the evening people sing carols together. The «carol» means «рождественская песня». Repeat after me, please, «carol». (Учитель фиксирует карточку с новым словом на доске).

They are very beautiful and I would like you to listen to one of them.
3. Аудирование  - прослушивание английской песни (Christmas carol).Динамическая пауза.
Now, please, listen to the carol. I would like you to tell me at the end of the listening what the song is about. You may wave your hands. (Дети слушают песню «О Christmas Tree»). Who can tell me what the carol is about? Yes, that’s right. This beautiful carol is about the Christmas tree.
4. Работа с электронным словарем.

 We have some words such as: «toboggan», «sledge» and «sleigh». What is the difference in their meanings?
These words seem to have a similar meaning. But there is a difference in their meanings. (Учитель выводит страницу электронного словаря на интерактивную доску и определяет лексическое значение каждого слова). 
A toboggan is a long narrow board curved at the front, used for sliding over snow and ice. You can see some examples of the toboggan in the picture. (Учитель показывает изображение санок на слайде).
A sledge is a light wooden frame on runners used, especially by children, for sliding over snow. You can see an example of the sledge in the picture.
 A sleigh is a vehicle mounted on runners, drawn by horses, for transporting people or goods, especially over snow. You can see examples of the sleigh on the window sill and in the picture. (На подоконнике стоят сани с Санта Клаусом, как элемент декора по теме урока).

i. When do English people usually sing carols at Christmas?

WRITE. Look at Ex 1. You should match the sentence with the picture. For example, the first sentence is: «We open Christmas crackers». What picture are you going to choose?... Yes, well done. 
               Take your Hand-out 2. Look at Ex 2. This is the letter to Santa. You should put down the word according to the picture. For example, dear…Who is this? This is Santa. So, you should write down «Santa». Is it clear? Dima, read the next sentence. What word are you going to write? Yes, very good.
