My Dream Trip to the Kapova Cave
     We would like to tell you about a very unusual place in our republic. The Republic of Bashkortostan is famous for its caves. One of the most famous ones is Shulgan-Tash or the Kapova Cave. It is one of the longest and deepest caves in the Urals. Shulgan-Tash is located in the district of Burzjan not far from the bank of the Belaya River (or the Agidel). 

       The cave became famous in 1959 when Alexander Rumin, a zoologist, went into the cave and saw colourful pictures of different animals on the walls of the cave. It has been painted mammoths, rhinos, horses and a bison on its walls.  Among the animal bones there were cave bear bones. 
       Soon it became a real worldwide sensation. The entrance of the cave is a huge tunnel. The entrance arch is about 20 meters high and 40 meters wide. To the left you can see Blue Lake. Such antique cave  can be found only in France and Spain. 

      There are many large rooms, galleries and corridors in the cave. The climate here is absolutely special. Every floor of Shulgan-Tash has its own temperature. 

       The air is pure there and the atmosphere is very good for relaxation. Lots of people from all over the world come here to see the unusual place. But unfortunately it damages the microclimate of the cave. 

        4 years ago Kapova Cave was nominated as «mixed cultural and natural heritage» by UNESCO and now it's in the List of UNESCO World Heritage.
