5 This question is indeed a bit of a puzzle, but the grapefruit is a strange plant even without the problem of
its name. If you see grapefruit growing on a tree, you will notice that they grow in clusters. It is
suggested that these clusters resemble the shape of large yellow grapes and so the fruit was called a
grapefruit. Another explanation is that the premature grapefruit looks similar in shape to unripe green
grapes.

6  Grapefruit was first discovered in the West Indies and introduced to Florida in the 1820s. Most
grapefruit in the U.S. is still grown in Florida. John Lunan, in whose botanical work of 1814 about
Jamaica, Hortus Jamaicensis, the word grapefruit first appeared in English, said of it: “There is a
variety known by the name of grape-fruit, on account of its resemblance in flavour to the grape; this
fruit is not near so large as the shaddock”.




7 Whether you choose white or pink grapefruit or grapefruit juice, you’ll get great taste and a
variety of health benefits! Grapefruit and grapefruit juice are great-tasting natural food that have
many health benefits! In fact, half of a medium, fresh pink grapefruit provides: 60 calories, 100% or
more of the daily value for vitamin C, other important vitamins and minerals such as potassium,
vitamin A, folate, niacin, and magnesium.

8 Grapefruit comes in many varieties, which depend on the colour. Various colours are caused by the
pigmentation of the fruit in respect of both its state of ripeness and type. The most popular varieties
cultivated today are red, white, and pink grapefruit, referring to the inside, pulp colour of the fruit.
The flavours range from highly acidic and somewhat bitter to sweet and tart.

9 Grapefruit trees tend to be larger than most citrus trees. They usually are found at around five to
six meters, but can reach 13 to 15 meters. The leaves are dark green, long up to 15 centimetres or
5.9 inches, and thin. It produces 5 centimetre white flowers. Compared to most citrus fruits,
grapefruit have an extended growing season and several Florida varieties grow from September
through June.
