Coffee Belt
List of countries South and Central America: Brazil, Venezuela, Dominican Republic, Haiti, Guatemala, Honduras, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, El Salvador, USA (island Territories and California), Trinidad and Tobago, Ecuador, Jamaica. Asia and Oceania: Vietnam, India (partially), Indonesia, China (partially), Laos, Nepal, Papua New Guinea, Thailand, Philippines. Africa: Angola, Burundi, East Timor, Gabon, Ghana, Guinea, Democratic Republic of the Congo, Zambia, Zimbabwe, Yemen, Cameroon, Kenya, Côte d'Ivoire, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Rwanda, Sierra Leone, Tanzania, Togo, Uganda, Central African Republic, Ethiopia. 
Coffee, like cocoa, can grow only in a certain climate, and repeated attempts to cultivate these plants outside a clearly defined zone have not been successful, unlike, for example, tea. 
If you mark all the listed countries on the globe, the globe will really turn out to be "girdled": 25 degrees north and 30 degrees south — that's the whole "belt". 
A couple of kilometers north or south of these borders — and the coffee tree will not take root. The coffee belt is a humid equatorial zone with a stable average annual temperature of about 20 °C, a balanced amount of sun and precipitation, as well as fertile soils.
 Brazil is the absolute leader in coffee production, accounting for about a third of the global market. For many African countries, coffee bean exports are a key source of income. Interesting fact In the center of the coffee belt, in the region of West Africa, there is a kind of "robusta zone": an area where mainly Robusta coffee is grown (whereas Arabica is more common around the world). Robusta seems to be less appreciated, but it has a lot of fans — a drink made from grains of this variety usually turns out to be stronger. 
This variety is also actively grown in some Asian countries.
