1) By the beginning of the Great Patriotic War, this city was the largest
Soviet port on the Black Sea and the country's main naval base. The
heroic defense of the city from Nazi aggression began on October 30,
1941 and lasted 250 days, going down in history as an example of active
and long-term defense of a seaside city deep behind enemy lines. The
Germans failed to take Sevastopol immediately. The garrison numbered
23,000 people and had 150 coastal and field guns. But before the summer
of 1942, the Nazis made three more attempts to capture the city.

2) This is one of the most famous and significant cities that bears the title
of Hero City. In the summer of 1941, Nazi troops launched a massive
offensive on the southern front, seeking to capture the Caucasus, Crimea,
the Don region, the lower Volga, and Kuban — the most fertile lands of
the USSR. This city was the first to come under attack, and the attack on
it was entrusted to the 6th Army under the command of Colonel General




Paulus. The offensive operation lasted 75 days, and in January 1943, the
enemy was surrounded and completely defeated near this city, and Field
Marshal von Paulus and the remnants of the army surrendered. During
the entire offensive and defense, the German army lost more than 1.5
million people.

3) Of all the cities in the Soviet Union, this city was the one that had to
take the first fight against the German invaders. Early in the morning of
June 22, 1941, the fortress, which at that time housed approximately
7,000 Soviet soldiers and family members of the commanders, was
subjected to enemy bombardment. The attack on the fortress was sudden,
so the garnison was taken by surprise. The Nazis destroyed the water
supply and warehouses with fire from the air, and interrupted
communications. The fortress garnison suffered significant losses. The
German command expected to capture the fortress within a few hours,
but the 45th Wehrmacht Division got stuck in this city for a week and,
with significant losses, suppressed individual pockets of resistance from
the heroic defenders for another month. This fortress became a symbol of
the courage, heroic fortitude and valor of Soviet soldiers.

4) By October 1941, the fascist invaders, who dreamed of capturing
Moscow, had managed to advance quite far into Russia, which was
explained by their great advantage in manpower and military equipment.
