This project was especially prepared to the International Child’s Year. The theme of the project is devoted to the Second World War, but there was a special topic in the project – the way children view (see) a war. Such vivid subject (ideological) orientation isn’t typical for electronic varients (projects), but we’ve considered it important as a detailed study of one definite subjects will help understand it better and more clearly. Multimedia technology is widely used in our project and it gives us an opportunity to pass from one part of the project to another rather quickly. The original feature of our project is its (body) main part – that is the memory (recollections) of the people whose childhood was spent during the Second World War.

This theme is the most important thing as this gives a bright vivid emotional colour to the whole project and not only that. But it also gives a chance to see any war as children see and feel it. We’ve discussed all the aspect of the life during the war concentration camps; a special chapter is devoted to the blockade of  Leningrad, the Victory of the USSR. We’ve used the documentaries of those time, stories and recollections – all that have given us the truthful information about the War and helped us to understand the war was in reality. There is a special part of the project about the Victory over Germany.

One part of our project is called “The Secret War”. It gives the description of to-day’s political situation. We can’t ignore what is happening of today. Little children are the most innocent part of the population and they suffer from the arrogance of  the grown up. The example of that was the capture of the school in Beslan by terrorists. Our project is about children and for them, that’s the main part of it is the opinion of their own about the war.
